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W e shared the bench seat 
of an old Ford Fairlane 

that carefree bicentennial summer 
in the nation’s capitol, top down, 
Fleetwood Mac 8 -track blaring —
Bret, Greg and me. Together 
again, cruising past the White 
House 18 years later, we spied a 
familiar candle -carrying crowd and 
paused at the sign proclaiming 
“World AIDS Day”. We didn’t know 
it had a special day, but we knew 
AIDS. Five months later, AIDS 
took Bret’s life . 

That World AIDS Day 1994, 
the world mourned nearly one mil-
lion AIDS deaths. HIV infection 
rates were doubling each year, 
and few political leaders, let alone 
churches, publicly mentioned the 
word “AIDS.” Yet, hope was lit by 
the rapid development of various 
treatments and advances in pre-
vention and early detection, and 
AZT was found to reduce mother -
to -child HIV transmission.  

Over the past 15 years, a tre-
mendous push for simpler, less 
expensive and more easily acces-
sible testing and treatment regi-
mens helped developed countries 
reach a point where most 
(including my friend, Greg) now 
treat HIV as a chronic condition. 
There is still no cure for HIV/AIDS, 
but with something tangible to 
attain, hope has fuel to spread 
through the developing world.  

 

In 2004 the UM Global AIDS 
Fund set an ambitious goal to 
raise and distribute $8 million to 
provide HIV/AIDS education and 
advocacy, care for orphaned chil-
dren and those living with HIV/
AIDS. To date, almost $3 million 
in grants have been awarded to 
fund more than 120 AIDS -related 
projects in Africa, Asia, Latin 
American and the Caribbean, with 
work conducted through churches, 
hospitals, community programs 
and peer - to -peer. In addition, 
25% of every contribution to the 
UM Global AIDS Fund is retained 
by the donor’s local conference for 
use in local or international con-
ference -sponsored HIV/AIDS pro-
jects.  

Posted on our Missions bulletin 
board is a mid -year report from 
Donald Messer, UM Global AIDS 
Fund Chairperson. It shares data 
on grants awarded in the fund’s 
first three years and expressions 
of gratitude from beneficiaries, 
including a 14 -year -old Kenyan 
girl who lost both parents to AIDS: 
“I am very thankful for school 
fees, mattresses, blankets, food 
and spiritual support. God bless 
you for your kindness and mercies 
toward our family.”   

Despite progress, there      
remain 33.2 million people living 
with HIV/AIDS and 2.5 million 
newly infected each year. They 
have reason for hope, yet AIDS 
holds a stigma that too frequently 
causes victims to suffer great   
indignities and discrimination. In 
many countries, the affected are 
still isolated from traditional care 

and must rely on the mercy of 
strangers.  

The 2008 General Conference 
reaffirmed the importance of the 
UM Global AIDS Fund by extend-
ing its Advance #982345 to raise 
$8M by 2012. This World AIDS 
Day, ask how you feel called to 
respond to the AIDS crisis upon 
hearing Micah declare, “What does 
the Lord require of you, but to do 
justice, and to love mercy, and to 
walk humbly with your 
God.”  (Micah 6:8)

T he Board of Trustees 
would like to clarify the 

BCUMC recycling processes and 
guidelines. As you know, recycling 
is both an economic benefit to the 
church as well as an example of 
our being good stewards of the 
earth we live in.  

We have three kinds of dis-
posal:  

Cedar Grove Composting.  
This is the commercial equivalent 
of the residential yard waste. We 
may compost acceptable paper 
plates and cups, napkins, paper 
towels, food scraps and soiled 
cardboard containers These con-

tents are recycled into compost for 
our gardens and lawns.  

Waste Management Recy-
cling.  Again, this is identical to 
the recycling container at home. 

Clean paper, plastic containers 
marked with a 1, 2 or 5, clean 
cardboard, and bottles and cans 
can go into this container. The 
recycling containers go to the 
Waste Management facility in 
Woodinville, where the contents 
are sorted mechanically and com-
pacted for recycling use.  

Waste Management        
Refuse/Garbage.  This includes 
everything that is not accepted for 
composting or recycling.

This is a transitional Christian 
home established to serve single,

Located in Du-
vall, Acres of Diamonds seeks to 
positively impact the quality of life 
for these women through educa-
tion and training, with the goal of 
equipping them for independent 
living. Your donation will help with 
the basic needs of these women 
and their families, including food, 
transportation, and education/
training.
